Dear Friends in Christ,

As we approach the Paschal
Celebrations, the covering of the
statues in the church may begin this
weekend. Covering the statues has
been around for centuries. This
begins on the Fifth Sunday of Lent and will
continue until Holy Saturday. While the coverings
are present for the last two weekends of Lent, we
meditate on two themes. 1) How our Lord
“veiled” His Divinity during His passion. “Prior
to Vatican |1 the editors of the Schott Missal saw
the veiling of crosses and so on as intended ‘to
remind us of the Redeemer’s humiliation and thus
to imprint the image of the crucified Christ more
deeply on our hearts.”” (By Jennifer Gregory Miller |
Mar 18, 2018 | InThe Liturgical Year) And 2) “the
covering of images is seen more like shrouding, as
in a death shroud” (by Jennifer Gregory Miller). We
are all called to die to self in order for Christ to
make all things new in us. Let us enter into these
last couple of weeks with deep prayer and
openness to the Holy Spirit who unites us to
Christ.

The summit of the Liturgical Year is the Easter
Triduum—from the evening of Holy Thursday to
the evening of Easter Sunday. This is a one day
celebration that unfolds over three days. The
Triduum Schedule is as follows:

Holy Thursday, April 1: 7 pm Saint Joseph

Good Friday, April 2: 3 pm Saint Patrick

Stations of the Cross April 2: 6 pm Saint Joseph

Sacrament of Confession Sat. April 3: 3-4 pm
Saint Patrick Church

Easter Vigil, Sat. April 3: 7:30 pm Saint Joseph

Thank you to all who made a donation towards
the St. Joseph vestment in honor of our Patron
Saint during the Year of Saint Joseph.

There are many prayers and devotions to Saint
Joseph. As we continue to honor him in this Year
of Saint Joseph, | invite you to prayerfully
consider taking a 33 Day journey of consecration
to Saint Joseph. This devotion will unfold the life
of Saint Joseph by reflecting on the Litany of
Saint Joseph. The book that will be used for the
consecration is called Consecration to Saint
Joseph by Father Donald Calloway, MIC.

LENTEN FAST & ABSTINENCE
REGULATIONS

e Abstinence from meat on Ash Wednesday &
the Fridays of Lent (for those 14 and older) is
required by Church law. Also, Ash
Wednesday and Good Friday are days of
fasting: those between the ages of 18 and 59
should eat less, meaning, take no solid food
between meals and only one full meal that day.
Serious health conditions excuse a person
from these precepts.

e Pastors and parents are encouraged by the
law of the Church to ensure that minors who
are not bound by the law of fast & abstinence
are educated nonetheless in an authentic sense
of penance.

LENT 2021 I Reflect. Repent.&est:r:.

Lent is a 40 day season of prayer, fasting, and almsgiving
that begins on Ash Wednesday and ends at sundown on
Holy Thursday. It's a period of preparation to celebrate
the Lord's Resurrection at Easter. During Lent, we seek
the Lord in prayer by reading Sacred Scripture; we
serve by giving _alms; and we practice self-control
through fasting. We are called not only to abstain from
luxuries during Lent, but to a true inner conversion of
heart as we seek to follow Christ’'s will more faithfully.
We recall the waters of baptism in which we were also
baptized into Christ's death, died to sin and evil, and
began new life in Christ.

Many know of the tradition of abstaining from meat on
Fridays during Lent, but we are also called to practice
self-discipline and fast in other ways throughout the
season. Contemplate the meaning and origins of the
Lenten fasting tradition in this reflection. In addition,
the giving of alms is one way to share God's gifts—not
only through the distribution of money, but through the
sharing of our time and talents. As St. John Chrysostom
reminds us: "*Not to enable the poor to share in our goods
is to steal from them and deprive them of life. The goods
we possess are not ours, but theirs." (Catechism of the
Catholic Church, no. 2446).

In Lent, the baptized are called to renew their baptismal
commitment as others prepare to be baptized through
the Rite of Christian Initiation of Adults, a period of
learning and discernment for individuals who have
declared their desire to become Catholics. (USCCB)
