Dear Friends in Christ, 

The opening words of the Antiphon 
for Palm Sunday which begins Holy 
Week are: "Hosanna to the Son of 
David; blessed is he who comes in 
the name of the Lord, the King of 

Israel. Hosanna in the highest." These words 
assist us as the whole Church begins the holiest 
week of the liturgical year. We recall and 
celebrate the suffering, death and resurrection of 
our Lord and Savior, Jesus Christ. These days 
draw us closer and unite us to Christ who endured 
suffering and death for our sins. Death has no 
power over Christ (cf. Romans 6:9), for on the 
third day, He rose from the dead. Let this week 
renew us and deepen our faith in Jesus who has 
won the victory. 

The schedule for the Triduum (Holy Thursday, 
Good Friday, and Easter Vigil) is included on this 
page. Let us enter these sacred days with 
thanksgiving and prayer. Before the world was 
created, God planned out the means for our 
salvation by sending us His Only Begotten Son. 

The Chrism Mass will be celebrated in the Diocese 
of Providence on Monday, March 29th at the 
Cathedral of Saints Peter and Paul at 5 PM. The 
Bishop, with the priests of the diocese gather 
together as a sign of unity. Also at this Mass, the 
Bishop blesses the oils that are used throughout 
the Diocese. These oils are:  
1. Oil of the Sick; 2. Oil of Catechumens; 3. Sacred
Chrism. Oils are used to remind us of the cleansing,
preparing and presence of the Holy Spirit. Come
Holy Spirit.

The Consecration to Saint Joseph for the Feast of 
St. Joseph the Worker on May 1 begins on March 
30. Books are available.  We meet once, with a
possible follow up meeting, however the 
consecration is done on your own time each day for 
33 days. The introduction meetings on Tuesday, 
March 30th are at 1:30 pm at Saint Patrick Church 
Hall or 7 pm at Saint Joseph Church Hall. Please 
choose one to attend. Call the interparish office if 
you would like to join virtually.

LENTEN FAST & ABSTINENCE 
REGULATIONS 

 Abstinence from meat on Ash Wednesday & 
the Fridays of Lent (for those 14 and older) is 
required by Church law.  Also, Ash 
Wednesday and Good Friday are days of 
fasting:  those between the ages of 18 and 59 
should eat less, meaning, take no solid food 
between meals and only one full meal that day. 
Serious health conditions excuse a person 
from these precepts. 

 Pastors and parents are encouraged by the 
law of the Church to ensure that minors who 
are not bound by the law of fast & abstinence 
are educated nonetheless in an authentic sense 
of penance.

Lent is a 40-day season of prayer, fasting, and almsgiving 
that begins on Ash Wednesday and ends at sundown on 
Holy Thursday. It's a period of preparation to celebrate 
the Lord's Resurrection at Easter. During Lent, we seek 
the Lord in prayer by reading Sacred Scripture; we 
serve by giving alms; and we practice self-control 
through fasting. We are called not only to abstain from 
luxuries during Lent, but to a true inner conversion of 
heart as we seek to follow Christ's will more faithfully. 
We recall the waters of baptism in which we were also 
baptized into Christ's death, died to sin and evil, and 
began new life in Christ. 

Many know of the tradition of abstaining from meat on 
Fridays during Lent, but we are also called to practice 
self-discipline and fast in other ways throughout the 
season. Contemplate the meaning and origins of the 
Lenten fasting tradition in this reflection. In addition, 
the giving of alms is one way to share God's gifts—not 
only through the distribution of money, but through the 
sharing of our time and talents. As St. John Chrysostom 
reminds us: "Not to enable the poor to share in our goods 
is to steal from them and deprive them of life. The goods 
we possess are not ours, but theirs." (Catechism of the 
Catholic Church, no. 2446). 

In Lent, the baptized are called to renew their baptismal 
commitment as others prepare to be baptized through 
the Rite of Christian Initiation of Adults, a period of 
learning and discernment for individuals who have 
declared their desire to become Catholics. (USCCB)
